JOB OVERVIEW

The Indigenous Cultural Program Leader (ICPL) facilitates indigenous cultural learning experiences with
education groups at the Cheakamus Centre Coast Salish Longhouse. Situated next to the Ch'iydkmesh
(Cheakamus) River and surrounding 165-hectare ecological reserve, the Longhouse provides an ideal
setting for creating meaningful and enjoyable learning experiences for all. Cheakamus Centre is seeking
staff members who are passionate about Coast-Salish culture, who are interested in sharing their culture
in a hands-on and land-based setting and who are excited about working with children and youth.

PRIMARY RESPONSIBILITIES

e Facilitate hands-on indigenous cultural learning activities such as wool weaving, cedar bark
weaving, woodworking, traditional games and ethnobotany

e Assist with leading indigenous cultural program experiences, using agreed upon cultural content
in a meaningful, professional and interactive ways (e.g., traditional welcomes, family group
activities, storytelling, drumming, traditional cooking)

e  Assist with preparation of supplies and facilities for cultural program activities (e.g. fire starting,
cedar bark and wool preparation, meal service set up) and clean up at the end of the day

e Contribute to creating a safe and inclusive learning environment for all

e Follow all Cheakamus Centre policies and procedures to ensure your safety and the safety of
others

e Assist with additional support tasks as needed
